and Goa) to hold their Regional Sammelan at Vinayalaya, in Andheri, Mumbai from May 03 {o 06,
2010.
A steering Committee headed by Fr. Cedric Prakash SJ (Guij) is already busy at work in planning every
etail of the procedures and dynamics for the Sammelan. Fr. Rosario Rocha SJ is the Goa Province
voice at these preliminary preparations. Eventually, after due consultation, the Provincial will
nominate a delegation of 15 Goa Jesuits to attend the Vinay Sammelan, at Mumbai. Gujarat and
Bombay will nominate 20 delegates each while Pune like Goa will have 15 delegates. The theme of
the Sammelan isTowards New Frontiers Together.

The purpose of the Vinay Sammelan is to encourage the West Zone Jesuits to create an
environment for apostolic dynamism and a shared vision of the identity of the Jesuit in thie 21
century. More specifically, how can we make all of this relevant to the West Zone geographic area
where we are missioned as Jesuits. No doubt each Province will highlight its challenges and

sponses thus creating a tapestry of new frontiers for Jesuit involvement in the lives of the people
ofthisregion. An attempt will be made to draw out some regional commonalities and differences so
that avenues for collaboration among Jesuits and others of good-will can be explored in the spirit of
GC35.

It is hoped that this rich experience of Jesuits coming together to share our faith and
commitment will kindle a fire that in turn will kindle other fires in the Assistancy. Therefore, the
Provincial of South Asia is planning a larger South Asian Assembly in October 2010 at XLRI,
Jamshedpur.
| urge all the Goa Province Jesuits to participate as fully as you can in these sammelans and
assemblies when you are called upon to do so. This is a great opportunity for building bonds of
Jesuit companionship across Provinces while strengthening collaborative ties for the various of
apostolic works between Provinces.

Neelakant Mama , Shepherd Federation legder
and other Shepherd community leaders were present on the occasion, in which over 300 norhadic
shepherdsincluding women participatesiri. Sanjay Upari compeeredthe programme

Sri. Sanjay Upari, welcomed the Bishop and mentioned that it was a very symbolic and pious
occasion, as the shepherds, mostly Hindus, knew that Christians refer to their spiritual heads as 'Shepherds'
and today the 'Chief Shepherd' of Belgaum Diocese himself provided succour to his afflicted flogk 'the
nomadic shepherds'.

Fr. Joe mentioned that Jana Jagaran was universal in its approach
and worked for all. This was the third such programme. Earlier simflar
programmes were organized at Kampli, Hospet district and Varur, Ggdag
district. Four more programmes are scheduled at Ghataprabha, Raipag,
Annigere and Bagalkot. It is estimated that 1000 sheep, 300 nets and 00
tents would be distributed as flood relief to beneficiaries chosen after pn
extensive survey in over 60 villages spanning 7 districts of Nduh
Karnataka.

Jana Jagaran (JJ) reaches out to 50 remote villages with a Community Health Program. The grogram
provides health services to the people and creates health awareness in the community and strengthens
people to demand and get better health services from the government. The work is carried out thrgugh
community healthworkers (CHWS).

A 3-day training programme in herbal and home remedies was organized at Xavier Farm, Mdchhe,
from February 4 6, 2010 toimprove the skilland confidence of the CHWS and to promote traditional halth
practices. During the training the CHWS identified local medicinal plants and prepared 11 varieties of herbal
medicines, viz, medicines for scabies, joint pains, piles, stomach pains, constipation, back pain, body pain,
boils in the mouth, eye and ear infections, dry and cracked skin, skin allergy and the like. The training was
facilitated by JJ staff with resource persons from the NGO !Jeevan \fikas
Kendra", Panvel, Mumbai.

The Functional Vocational Training Programme of Jana Jagarar| held
its Annual Day on 21 February 2010. 350 women from 25 villgges
successfully completed their tailoring course. Quite a few took courage pnd
spoke about their experiences and growth. The event was a momenrg of
satisfaction for all the teachers and members of Jana Jagaran espekrall

Since the main focus of my study has been the social networks of contractors, | interacted pith
many contractors who play a significantrole in providing skilled and unskilled labour for the builders agwell
ensuring employment to thousands of migrant labourers. | also collected secondary data from vafious
Government departments, which | will be analyzing once I return to TISS, Mumbai. Besides my field vjork, |
wrote an article "Role of Social Networks in the Empowerment of Informal Workers in India" which vas
subsequently published inthe book "Sustaining Communities” edited by Dr. Archana Sinha.
